Description: This course enables students to enhance their understanding of concepts in biology, chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and of the interrelationships between science, technology, society, and the environment. Students are also given opportunities to further develop their scientific investigation skills. Students will plan and conduct investigations and develop their understanding of scientific theories related to the connections between cells and systems in animals and plants; chemical reactions, with a particular focus on acid–base reactions; forces that affect climate and climate change; and the interaction of light and matter.

Units of study:

Unit 1- Chemistry: Chemical Reactions 
Students conduct investigations to understand chemical reactions encountered in their everyday lives with a focus on laboratory and environmental safety. Experiments provide opportunities for students to collect, record, organize, and interpret data as well as to describe reactions studied using models and equations. Students will develop an understanding that chemical reactions are predictable and are necessary component of chemical products used in the home and workplace. 

Unit 2- Biology: Tissues, Organs, and Systems of Living Things 

In this unit, the students will learn about cells and cell division. They will then develop an understanding of the hierarchical organization of cells by looking at how all animals are made of specialized cells, tissues, and organs that are organized into systems. Students will also look at how developments in medicine and medical technology can have social and ethical impacts. 

Unit 3- Physics: Light and Geometric Optics
In this unit, students will investigate the behaviour of light and how it is affected by the materials that it interacts with. Students will learn how to manipulate light by using mirrors and lens. Different sources of light will also be look at as well as the properties of light and how it can be transformed into other forms of energy and the technologies that go along with it. Students will investigate how images are formed by mirrors and lenses, and will be able to predict the properties of the images though drawings. 

Unit 4- Earth and Space Science: Climate Change
In this unit, students develop an understanding of the physical factors that create and affect weather systems and environmental phenomena, both normal and extreme. Students also describe how technology is used to monitor and forecast weather conditions and explain the impact of weather on our everyday lives and economic activities. Through investigations, students observe atmospheric phenomena and analyse trends in local and global conditions to forecast local weather patterns. Students will also look into how climate change is affected by both natural and human factors, and how these changes affect natural systems.

Attendance: 


Students who attend class regularly and on time are much more successful than those who miss class. It is the student’s responsibility catch up on missed work.
